The Cary Award Program

The Cary Award is a program to promote outstanding
plants for New England gardens. Named in honor of
Shewsbury plantsman Ed Cary, it highlights home
landscape plants that have proven their performance in
New England.

One of the 2005 Plant Winners is:

Low Bush Blueberry - common Name
(Vaccinium angustifolium) - Latin Scientific Name

Up to 2tall, 2’ wide
Sun/ Part Shade

Nearly everyone is familiar with blueberries, but few
recognize the highly ornamental and adaptable qualities
of the Blueberry Bush. A plant native to the Northeastern
U.S., the Blueberry Bush puts on a show in spring with
lovely green leaves and attractive, waxy flowers that
attract bees.

In July and August, birds relish the sweet and juicy

blue fruits, and the glowing red fall color is nothing less
than spectacular. Even in winter, the twiggy and twisted
branches form a lovely silhouette, especially with a light

It grows moderately up to 2’ tall, and 2’ wide. It
prefers full sun, with moist but well-drained acid

soil. Hardy to USDA Zone 2.

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IS YOUR SOIL HEALTHY?

Be sure your soil is in optimal health for vigorous
plant growth this season. A soil test is the best
way to determine what amendments will be
necessary to improve your soil. The test will
provide information on ph, texture, organic matter
and selected nutrients such as calcium, potassium,
and phosphorus. A report will provide you

with recommendations for lime and fertilizers.

Be aware that sometimes fertilizers are not
needed and adding too much fertilizer can burn
roots harming your plants. This is why having
your soil tested is so important. If fertilizer is
recommended, mix thoroughly into the soil for
new plantings; for existing plants, apply fertilizer
evenly over the surface of the soil and work gently
into the soil. Soil samples can be sent to the UNH
Cooperative Extension for soil testing. Check
their website for proper form, fee and directions
for taking samples at www.ceinfo.unh.e du.



Form Follows Function

“Form follows function.” The first time | heard this
was in college in my History of Landscape Archi-
tecture class. I'm sure it wasn’t really the first time
| “heard” it, however, it was the first time | became
aware of it. Now, it's something | pay attention to
everyday.

Using this basic rule is essential for a successful
design. A house is designed by the relationships
the rooms have with each other. The same holds
true with a landscape design. Your property is
made up of 3 major use areas: Private, Public and
Service. Each of these has an important function
and all of them should function together as an inte-
grated unit.

The service area includes storage space, veg-
etable garden, shed, etc. These areas generally
should be screened from view, however need to
be easily accessible from the house, especially
from the garage or kitchen.

The back or side yard is usually the private area
although sometimes the front yard can be private if
screened from view. This is where patios, gar-
dens, quiet retreats, ponds, etc. are located.

The public area is where people arrive at your
home, usually the road side of your house where
curb appeal becomes most important. An inviting
entry creates a warm welcome for your guests.

Once all use areas are determined, the shape of
your landscape will take form almost naturally.
Lawn, trees and plantings help to make a smooth
transition between use areas. This will provide
you with a landscape that functions beautifully.

Water & Ice Damage - Any areas in your lawn that collect water
could potentially have suffered ice damage. Rake away dead grass
and regrade area to drain water properly from area to prevent this
from happening in the future.

Salt Damage - If lawn looks dead or yellow around sidewalks,
driveways or roads, salt was probably the culprit. Water the area
thoroughly to wash away the salt and use salt alternatives next
winter on walkways and drives such as calcium chloride. ¢

Pink or Gray Snow Mold - Circular patches on your lawn that are
gray or pink is caused by a fungus. Gray snow mold rarely kills your
lawn, affecting only the blade itself. Pink snow mold, however, can
cause serious injury to the roots causing more damage. Fungicides
are not recommended for home lawns and in most cases, the grass
will resume healthy growth in the spring. Maintaining your lawn
properly in the fall will help prevent or reduce the amount of snow
mold you will see in the spring. ¢

HOW DO THEY AFFECT YOU?

INVASIVE PLANTS . ..

Definition: Non-native plants introduced into new areas where natural predators are
nonexistent. This results in crowding out other less aggressive species and overtak-
ing native habitats eliminating native species.

Many invasive plants have attractive characteristics which makes them desireable

to dig up and bring home. But this could be devastating to the natural environment
around you. Invasive plants have become a virtual nightmare for farmers, homeown-
ers and land managers. They can alter the behavior of plants, animals, and pollina-
tors so completely that left unchecked can be a means of some species extinction.

The following list is plants that are invasive to some areas of New Hampshire and
have the potential to become invasive in other areas if they are planted extensively.
We recommend that you do NOT plant any of these species.

Japanese Honeysuckle
